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All abstracts are requested in English and metric (SI) units shall be used. One-page abstract must not exceed 300 words. This document may serve as a template for the preparation of the abstract and authors are advised to copy or type their text directly into this document. The book of abstracts will be produced using this file. The organising committee will hardly make any modifications or formatting. Please check your typescript carefully to avoid any typographical and spelling errors and do not miss out any requested details (e. g. author information). The abstract should clearly point out the intentions and conclusions of the work. Please submit the final abstract electronically only through the conference website www.15ibmac.com. The papers will only be published if the author participates in the conference.
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INTRODUCTION
The conference logo and title must appear on the first page as shown in this document.  The title of the paper should appear in bold, ALL CAPS, size 14 pt font, and be centred on the page with 2 line spaces between the logo and the title. Author names appear in bold, size 12 pt font, centred on the page with 1 line space between the title and the names.  Author title and affiliations should appear directly below the names in size 10 pt font, centred on the page.

Leaving 2 line spaces after the affiliations, an abstract not exceeding 250 words is to appear on the first page.  Following the abstract, authors may list up to 6 keywords which are to be listed after the abstract leaving 1 line space between the abstract and the keywords.  The main body of the text follows directly after the keywords with 2 lines spaces between the keywords and the first section heading.

FORMAT, LANGUAGE, AND UNITS
The page format to be used is the ISO A4 Size.  Margins of 25 mm all around are to be used.  All papers must be written in the English language and metric (SI) units must be used.  

Only Times New Roman size 12 pt font is to be used and the main body of the paper shall be single spaced and fully justified.  No page numbers shall be used.

SECTION HEADINGS
Section heading shall appear on the left, be fully capitalised and bold, and there shall be one line space above section headings.  Section text shall appear in the line directly below a section heading.  The use of subheadings shall be avoided.  One line space should appear between paragraphs of a section.

EQUATIONS
Equations should be numbered with the equation appearing on the left and the number appearing on the right.  All equations should be referenced in the text.  For example: see Equation 1 below.

FIGURES AND TABLES
All figures appearing in the paper must be referred to in the text.  Figures should be centred and appear with the text, not at the end of the paper.  Figures should be placed at the most reasonable location following the first reference to the figure.  One line space should be placed above and below a figure.  Figure captions should be bold, centred, and placed one line space below the figure. As an example, see Figure 1.

Tables should be placed at the most reasonable location following the first reference to the table.  One line space should be placed above and below a table.  Table captions should be bold, centred, and placed one line space above the table. As an example, see Table 1.
